Household Hazardous Waste Collection. Did you know that common household hazardous
waste can be dangerous when mixed with other garbage material? Residents can get rid of their
household hazardous waste all at once curbside through the Glendale’s Household Hazardous
Waste pick-up event.

The Glendale Sanitation Division offers residents the opportunity to safely dispose
of unwanted household hazardous waste with its home collection service. Registration for an
appointment will be on a first-come, first-serve basis.

Residents can schedule appointments February 22 through March 19. Collections will take place March 15 through April 2.

Hazardous materials that will be accepted include paints and stains, antifreeze and other automotive fluids, pesticides, motor oil and
filters, batteries, pool chemicals and household cleaners. Items that are unacceptable are explosives, radioactive materials, tires, drums,
ammunition and medical or business wastes.

There is a 20 gallon limit on paint, oil, gasoline, antifreeze and other automotive liquids. No single container may be larger than 5
gallons. All items should be in their original containers and must be clearly marked to identify their contents.
