Federal Stimulus Funding for Energy Efficiency Improvements. The city of Glendale received an Energy Efficiency and Conservation
Block Grant (EECBG) in the amount of $2.32 million, to implement new energy-efficient lighting and other projects in city facilities and
create an education campaign for residents. The city identified projects which are expected to reduce long-term energy use and costs,
reduce greenhouse gas emissions, improve safety and reduce city maintenance and repair costs.

The benefits to the community are expected to include a long-term reduction in city operating and maintenance costs, improvements
in the ambient air quality through the reduction in green house gas emissions, and a contributing factor to a healthier economy through the
retention of existing jobs and creation of new contract jobs. The greatest long-term benefit will come from the public education and energy
awareness programs that will help residents and businesses conserve energy resources and lower their energy costs and educate school
children about the importance of lifelong responsible energy.

The grant will reduce ongoing operating costs and will help offset rising electric costs. Rebates offered by electric utility companies
may be available once these grant-funded projects are completed. Any rebates earned from these projects will be reinvested into the

program to help the city continue the conservation efforts promoted by the EECBG.
