•	 The Field Operations Department maintains 736 miles of streets, disposes of 250,000 tons of 
trash and manages 2 million square feet of municipal buildings and properties 

•	 The Transportation Department is responsible for 100,000 traffic and street signs, roadway 
markings for more than 500 miles of streets and keeping 19,499 lights glowing 

•	 The Utilities Department takes care of 1,600 miles of water and sewer pipelines and reads 
more than 61,000 meters monthly

•	 The Environmental Resources Department collects and analyzes more than 14,000 samples 
of water annually to ensure regulatory agencies and residents that Glendale’s water is clear, 
clean and safe to use 

•	 The Water Conservation Office works with water customers daily to help them live a lifestyle 
that uses less water, reducing consumption in the home by 20 percent
