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Northern Avenue Drainage Overlay Construction Information. Earlier this week crews began application of the final course (top layer)
of rubberized asphalt on Northern Avenue, from 59th Avenue to 65th Avenue. Crews are scheduled today, Aug. 12 and Saturday, Aug. 13
to mill (remove asphalt) and apply the base course (bottom layer) of asphalt in the intersection of 59th Avenue and Northern avenues.

Then, during the week of Aug. 15th, crews are scheduled to adjust utilities to make them flush with the new rubberized asphalt
surface, and stripe Northern Avenue, from 59th to 65th avenues.

Currently scheduled to take place Saturday, Aug. 20, is the final course (top layer) of rubberized asphalt in the 59th Avenue/Northern
Avenue intersection, with utility adjustments and striping in the intersection scheduled for early the following week. This should complete
the rubberized asphalt overlay work.

This process requires restrictions for brief periods while the activity crosses side streets and driveways, and officers will be on-site to
assist in the movement or temporary stopping of traffic.
