Aa2 Bond Rating. In a challenging economic climate, the city of Glendale
received a ray of sunshine, recently earning an Aa2 rating from Moody’s Investors
Service and an AA rating from Standard and Poor’s, the industry leaders in credit
ratings and financial reporting.

These ratings are reflective of the city’s general obligation bond sale conducted earlier this week. The higher rating allows the city to
borrow at lower costs, which in turn, frees up money for other needs.

Aa2 and AA ratings are the second-highest rank issued, for obligations that rate as high quality, with “very low credit risk.” At a time
when other municipalities are experiencing a rating downgrade, Glendale is an anomaly in that it is being recognized for its stable and

prudent financial policy.
