Upcoming City of Glendale Holiday Notices.  City of Glendale offices will be closed for the upcoming holidays: half day on 
Wednesday, December 24 and all day Thursday, December 25 for the Christmas holiday, as well as Thursday, January 1 in observance 
of the New Year’s holiday. 

All households’ scheduled garbage and recycling will be shifted one day due to the holidays. Christmas Day (Thursday, Dec. 
25) will be serviced on Friday the 26th, and regular Friday collection for that week will be collected on Saturday, December 27. On New 
Years’ Day, (Thursday, January 1) will be collected Friday, January 2 and regular Friday service will be collected on Saturday, January 3. 
The Glendale Municipal Landfill will close at noon on Christmas Eve (December 24), and will be closed on December 25 and January 1.

Valley Metro will be running a holiday schedule (Sunday service hours) on Wednesday, December 24, Thursday, December 25 
and Thursday, January 1. Gus 1 will be running a Sunday schedule (8 a.m. to 6 p.m.) on both Wednesday and Thursday (December 24-
25). Gus 2 and 3 will be running until noon on December 24 but will not run on December 25. Gus 1 only will be running a Sunday 
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schedule (8 a.m. to 6 p.m.) on New Year’s Day. For Dial-a-Ride service on December 24 or 25, reservations should be made by noon 
on Wednesday, December 24, as the office will close at noon and reopen on December 26. ADA service will be available both days; 
callers will be able to leave a message with their request and will be contacted by staff to confirm. For Dial-a-Ride service on January 1, 
reservations should be made by noon on Wednesday, December 31. Reservations can be made by calling Glendale’s Transit Division at 
623-930-3500. 

While the Glendale Municipal Airport will remain open during these holidays, the airport’s administrative office will offer limited 
service until 7 p.m. on December 24 and be closed December 25 and Jan. 1. Glendale Convention & Visitors Bureau will close at noon on 
December 24 and be closed December 25.  

Glendale’s Foothills Recreation and Aquatics Center will be open on Christmas Eve from 7 a.m. to noon, closed on December 25 
and open on December 26, from 8 a.m. to 2 p.m. The center will also be open on New Year’s Eve, December 31, from 5:30 a.m. to 5 p.m.
