Sanitation services, call (623) 930-2660.
	 Buses will be running the normal weekday schedule. The Gus Bus will only operate on one 
route. Dial-a-Ride will operate on a reservation-only basis. Reservations must be made by noon on 
Friday, Feb. 12. For details about the holiday transit schedule, call (623) 930-3500. 
	 In addition, Glendale’s three public libraries will be closed, as well as the Glendale Visitor 
Center. 
	  While the Glendale Municipal Airport will remain open during the holiday, the airport’s 
administrative offices will be closed.
	 However, the Foothills Recreation and Aquatics Center will be open on this holiday, from 7 
a.m. to 7 p.m.

2010 Census Questionnaire: Easy, Important and Safe. With only 10 questions, the 2010 
Census questionnaire takes approximately 10 minutes to complete. Households are asked to 
provide key demographic information, including: whether a housing unit is rented or owned; the 
address of the residence; and the names, genders, ages and races of those living in the house
hold. By law, the Census Bureau cannot share an individual’s responses with anyone, including 
other federal agencies and law enforcement entities.
