Constructed between 1960 and 1971, the complex consists of 13 quad-plex and 
six-plex buildings, featuring a mid-century modernist architecture. 
	 The Glendale Gardens Historic District includes a subdivision of 32 ranch-style homes, which were constructed in 1957 and 
1958.  Located south of Orangewood Avenue and east of 51st Avenue, this district serves as a unique example of early tract housing 
development using brick as the exterior material. 
	 Participating properties must be at least 50 years old, have maintained the integrity of the facade of the house and reflect a historical 
significance such as architecture, people, place or event.
