New Funding Partner For Glendale’s From The Heart Program. The city has a new From 
The Heart partner. The Gila River Indian Community will donate $75,000 annually over the next 
three years – totaling $225,000 – to Glendale’s From The Heart program. The program provides 
services to the city’s most vulnerable children, families and elderly citizens.
	 Since starting in 1997, From The Heart -- largely funded by residents and businesses 
who add $1 to their city utility bills each month -- has collected and distributed more than $2.25 
million to non-profit agencies in Glendale.
	 In the past, local agencies receiving From The Heart funds through a grant application 
process have provided myriad services to residents. Some of the grant-funded programs have 
focused on the positive development of youth, while others helped provide nutritious, home-
delivered meals to the frail and elderly and provided emergency programs for victims of domestic 
violence and abuse.

Law enforcement agencies and fire departments across the country utilize Nixle. There is no spam and no hidden cost. Standard text 
messaging rates do apply. 
	 Nixle builds on the foundations of other public-to-public communication services, such as Twitter and Facebook, but adds a key 
component: security.
