Glendale Performing Arts Projects Get Approval. Glendale residents will continue to enjoy
cultural arts as a result of the Glendale Arts Commission awarding performing arts contracted
services to non-profit organizations, schools and government agencies for the FY 2009/10. The
Arts Commission recommended funding 11 performing arts projects totaling $35,500.

Grant applications were reviewed by the Arts Commission in May. Applications were
considered in accordance with the following criteria: 1) artistic quality, 2) ability to serve the
needs of the community, 3) managerial and administrative ability of the applicant organization in
producing or presenting the arts and, 4) appropriateness of the project budget.

Mabar FDioH 3 ' Glendale Police Department Re-accredited. On August 1, 2009 a
board from the Commission on Accreditation for Law Enforcement
Agencies, Inc. (CALEA) awarded re-accreditation to Chief Conrad of
the Elendale Police Degartmenj. A team of assessors from CALEA
conducted an assessment on April 18-22, 2009 to examine all
aspects of the Glendale Police Department. This examination
included an assessment of the department’s policies, procedures, management, operations, and support
services.

This assessment is part of a voluntary process to gain accreditation, a highly prized recognition of
professional excellence in the field of law enforcement. The goal of the assessment is to demonstrate
that the Glendale Police Department is in compliance with over 400 professional standards established by
CALEA. The Glendale Police Department was first accredited in the year 2000; was re-accredited in the year 2003 and again in 2006.

Rock & Roll Paint-A-Thon. Last year 154 homes and four community centers, including homes in Glendale, were painted during the one-
day Rock & Roll Paint-A-Thon event. It is expected that teams of volunteers will sign up to paint more than 150 homes across the state
this year.
