City of Phoenix, Labor Negotiations Continue

Update Thursday, September 30. All three unions, the Amalgamated Transit Union Local 1433
(bus operators), International Union of Operating Engineers 428 (mechanics), and Teamsters
Local 104 (maintenance staff) have agreed to extend talks to Sunday, Oct. 3, 2010 avoiding a
transit strike today.

In the event that one or all unions fail to resolve their issues with Veolia’s management by
Oct. 3, there will be reduction in transit service beginning on Monday, Oct. 4. Veolia has indicated
to Phoenix that they will be able to provide 60% of their regular weekday service during a strike,
as is required by their contract. This reduced service level is equivalent to Sunday transit service,
i.e. all Glendale routes will be served, but at reduced frequencies.
