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Update on Proposed Casino.  At the Cholla District meetings on March 12th and April 2nd, the Mayor and I spoke about the Casino 
proposed by the Tohono O’odham Nation at 91st and Northern avenues.  At the Special evening meeting on Tuesday, April 7, the Glendale 
City Council voted to adopt a Resolution opposing the Tohono O’ odham Nation’s plan and current application for the federal government 
to take approximately 134 acres at the corner of 91st and Northern avenues into a trust and create an Indian reservation at that site, which 
is located within the city’s strip annex area.  Based on several factors, the City Council voted to adopt a Resolution to oppose the project.  
The land in question has no historic relationship to the Tohono O’odham Nation. Removing the land from all state and local regulatory 
control and converting this property to an Indian Reservation, where one has never existed, presents very significant issues for the citizens 
and business owners of Glendale. Creation of an Indian reservation with gaming on the property, with the effect that it will have on the 
community, is contrary to the intent of federal law.   Ultimately, the decision will be made by the Secretary of the Interior, Ken Salazar. For 
more information, click here.
