Summer Baseball/Softball Program Update - 20 Minutes

Summary: After successful 2015 summer baseball and softball program, staff continues
to enhance the program to improve its appeal to the public, provide avenues to ongoing
sponsorships and partners, and expand the programming age groups to create a lifelong
sports opportunity for the participants. Staff will discuss several strategies being used to
expand program appeal to the public and future partners.

Recommendation: For informational purposes only.

Parks and Recreation Capital Plan — 20 minutes

Summary: The Capital Improvement Program budget is part of the city’s annual budget
process and is a key planning tool for the City Council, executive management and staff.
It is the ten-year roadmap that identifies the public’s infrastructure and amenity needs
and the anticipated funding sources for construction and ongoing maintenance. Capital
Improvements are non-routine capital expenditures that generally cost more than
$50,000; result in the purchase of equipment, construction, renovation or acquisition of
land, infrastructure and/or buildings with an expected useful life of at least five years.
Capital Improvements are designed to prevent the deterioration of the city’s existing
infrastructure and respond to future growth of the city.

Staff will provide details regarding the various projects associated with FY17 Capital
Plan.

Recommendation: For discussion purposes and a request to move forward with a
recommendation for City Council approval.
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Agreement for New STEM Program at Heroes Regional Park - 10 minutes

Summary: In Phase I of the development of Heroes Regional Park, a 30,000 square foot
skate/BMX-court (called the “X-Court”) was constructed, along with a separate, stand-
alone 1,400 square foot building. The initial purpose of the building was to serve as a
retail space for patrons of the X-Court facility. Although the building was leased to an
outside company (“Action Park Alliance”) for retail purposes, the business was not
successful and two subsequent Request for Proposal ("RFP”) attempts to lease the
building for commercial use (once in 2009 and again in 2012) failed. After review and
discussion with the Parks and Recreation Advisory Commission, a decision was made to
issue an RFP to re-purpose the X-Court Building as a free, drop-in and after-school
recreation site for area youth. The use of this vacant building for this purpose is
consistent with the 2011 Parks and Recreation Master Plan and will provide area youth
with a supervised location at which they will be exposed to education and mentoring
through STEM (Science, Technology, Engineering, and Math) programs.

Recommendation: For discussion purposes and a request to move forward with a
recommendation for City Council approval.

Agreement for Youth Sports Complex Concession - 10 minutes

Summary: The Community Services Department will engage a contractor to provide
concession services at the Glendale Youth Sports Complex (GYSC). GYSC one of four,
“premier” sports complexes maintained by the Community Services Department and is
programmed year round by a variety of local youth sports organizations that provide
tournament and league play. The purpose of the agreement is to secure a concession
contractor to provide theater type food with healthy alternatives and engage the
complex users directly to help design a menu that meets the needs of the users.

Recommendation: For discussion purposes and a request to move forward with a
recommendation for City Council approval.

AZSTA Archery Grant — 15 minutes

Summary: Staff recently applied for and awarded an Arizona Sports and Tourism
Authority grant to construct an archery range at Heroes Regional Park. The scope of
work will include site grading, security fence, concrete walkways, and landscaping. It is
estimated that the archery range and related equipment will cost an estimated $96,000
to construct. Of this amount, $49,000 will come from the AZSTA grant; $7,000 in grant
funds from the Arizona Game and Fish Department; various community donations (i.e. -
approximately 290 yards of decomposed pea gravel from Arizona Rock Products, target
stands, etc.); $40,000 in available park Development Impact Fees (DIF), and some in-
kind work performed by the parks maintenance staff. Additional archery supplies and
equipment grants (i.e. — targets, shooting mats, target stands, etc.) are currently under
consideration by Easton Sports and the Cabela’s Outdoor Fund.

Recommendation: For discussion purposes and a request to move forward with a
recommendation for City Council approval.
