Glendale Hosts Two National Events in 10 Days

GLENDALE, Ariz. — As Alabama and Clemson prepare to take the field at the University of Phoenix

Stadium in Glendale for the national title in Monday’s College Football Playoff (CFP) game, the city and surrounding
areas are staying in ‘event mode’ in the days leading up to the big game. Just last week, huge crowds turned out for the
Fiesta Bowl — also at the University of Phoenix stadium — where the Ohio State Buckeyes defeated the Notre Dame
Fighting Irish.

Thousands used at least part of their Fiesta Bowl stay to visit Glendale Glitters, the city’s annual 16-block
holiday light display and festival. Lorraine Zomok, Manager of the Glendale Visitor Center and Visit Glendale added,
“Although rough weather made it hard for some folks to travel, several Glendale hotels reported near sellouts with
Ohio State fans leading the room reservations.” Fans also enjoyed the use of the Glendale Airport for private jet and
piston engine plane arrivals; its close proximity to the stadium is unparalleled in terms of convenience.

As the clock ticks toward the CFP kickoff, Glendale expects a continued surge in demand for activities to keep
travelers occupied right up until game time. Visitors will have much from which to choose:

o Glendale Glitter and Glow Block Party, January 9, 4 — 10 p.m. Visitors can take in the beauty of 1.5
million lights along with twenty hot air balloons during the signature city event. In a ‘mass glow’,
pilots fire all the balloons at once to create an illuminating spectacle. Bands, exhibits, booths and
vendors make this family-friendly event a must. Although this is an annual event for Glendale, it just
happens to be on the same weekend as the big game and to welcome football fans, the area will be
decorated with both Clemson and Alabama team colors and a variety of football and sports-themed
games and inflatables will be offered. In addition, a bevy of entertainment will rock downtown
Glendale — 15 bands in all!

o Westgate Weekender Playoff Fan Fest, January 9 — 11 at the Westgate Entertainment District.
Westgate is at it again with their football themed fan fest programming. The “Westgate Weekender”
invites football fans to “come back to college for a weekend”. This FREE collegiate-themed
experience is just steps away from the University of Phoenix Stadium and is expected to attract more
than 50,000 fans. The three-day event includes live performances, live DJ beats, a variety of games, a
kids zone, custom photo booth, open-air beer garden, and over 20 bars and restaurants. Sunday
programming builds excitement with a live ESPN studio analyst broadcast 6-10 p.m. and Monday
adds to the college football experience with a 15-piece marching band and CFP Championship Game
