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GLENDALE 11 RECIEVES EMMY NOMINATIONS AND
NATIONAL AWARDS

GLENDALE, Ariz. — Glendale Channel 11 has been nominated not once or
twice, but four times for this year’s Rocky Mountain Emmy Awards, which will be
held in Scottsdale October 7.

Glendale has received the most nominations of any municipality in the state
and is nominated in categories that compete with mainstream local TV stations and
high-end television production companies.

The Emmy Awards are part of the National Academy of Television Arts and
Sciences, which recognizes and rewards excellence in broadcasting throughout the
country. Glendale 11 was nominated in the following categories:

- Public/Current/Community Affairs Service Program for “Glendale

911” (a 30-minute show featuring the Glendale Fire and Police
Departments)
- Arts/Entertainment Program for both “The Glendale Chocolate
Affaire” and a compilation featuring “The Best of Glendale’s
Festivals”
- On-Camera Talent: Program/Host/Moderator for a compilation
featuring on-camera work by Glendale 11 Executive Producer
Julie Watters
In addition, Glendale 11 is also the recipient of two awards from the
National Association of Telecommunications Officers and Advisors
(NATOA.)

“Glendale Dimensions” received an honorable mention in the category of

Interview/Talk Show. The program, hosted by Glendale city manager Ed Beasley,

goes in-depth on a variety of issues affecting the community. “The Secret’s Out”

also received an honorable mention in the Event/Program Promotion category.
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This 30-second promotion promoted the city of Glendale on a national level as the next home of the
2007 Fiesta Bowl, 2007 BCS Championship game and the 2008 Super Bowl.

The awards were presented at the 25" Annual NATOA Local Government Telecommunications
Conference, held in Lake Buena Vista, Florida, August 22-25. The awards program, which received
hundreds of entries this year, recognizes the best of government access programming produced by local
government stations.

“Glendale 11 is changing the face of government television,” said Communications Director Julie
Frisoni. “I’m proud that our innovative and entertaining programming is being recognized locally and
nationally.”
