Glendale won Best 

Event Poster for the Glendale Chocolate Affaire; Best General Merchandise for the 

Glendale Chocolate Affaire; and Best Event Shirt for Glendale’s 26

 Annual 

Gibson Jazz & Blues Festival.   

“Winning these awards is an honor, especially since the award’s 

competition represented the best of the best in the event industry throughout the 

state,” said Jerry McCoy, Glendale’s deputy director of Marketing/ 

Communications. “This recognition is also a testament to the incredible talent we 

have in our Office of Special Events and Marketing Department.”
