Center.

In addition, viewers can see how the national media, such as CNN,
HBO and FOX Network documented the Super Bowl and its festivities at

The last 30 minutes of the show features the actual game day with various highlights
from the beginning to the end of the game. Specific stories from game day showcase
Glendale’s transportation, police and fire efforts during the game. This section also captures
Giants and Patriots fans and their experience of watching the game in Glendale.
