• Neighborhood Revitalization- This category is designed to recognize an 

individual or neighborhood group, or another organization, for taking the 

initiative to revitalize a neighborhood through volunteerism and/or 

donations. 

• Traditional Neighborhood Leadership- This category is for a non-HOA 

leader who exemplifies positive leadership and decision-making skills 

while participating in a neighborhood group. 
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• HOA Leadership- This category is for any individual who lives in an HOA neighborhood and 

exemplifies positive leadership and decision-making abilities. 

• Business Support & Involvement with Neighborhood- This category is for Glendale-based 

businesses that consistently work with a neighborhood or neighborhoods to assist in positive 

economic development and enhance the area’s quality of life. 

• Community Partner Award- This category is for community partners such as non-profits, 

government agencies, schools, and faith-based organizations, and others who have worked 

with neighborhoods and the community in a positive way.
