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GLENDALE OFFERS GAME-DAY SHUTTLE FROM
DOWNTOWN TO SPORTS DISTRICT FEB. 3

GLENDALE, Ariz. — Fans and event goers will have one more way to get to the
stadium on game day. On Super Bowl Sunday, Feb. 3, the city of Glendale will offer a
shuttle service, connecting Historic Downtown Glendale to the Sports and Entertainment
District, from 10 a.m. to 10 p.m.

Football fans looking to take part in the festivities going on in Glendale, tickets or
not, will be able to start their day in downtown. The shuttle to the Sports and
Entertainment District will pick up in the downtown and drop riders off at 93" and
Glendale avenues.

Parking in downtown Glendale is free of charge and the cost for the shuttle is just
$5 round trip per person, and children under 10 years of age are free. There are several
parking locations, including both the City Hall and Palmaire parking structures, and
thousands of on-street parking spaces, as well. Glendale’s Game Day Shuttle will pick up
riders at 58th Avenue and Glenn Drive, on the corner adjacent to the Glendale Visitor
Center.

The 40-passenger shuttles are ADA accessible.

The Visitor Center, an official Arizona Information Center, will be open on
Sunday, Feb. 3, between 10 a.m. to 10 p.m., to assist game-day fans with shopping, dining
and entertainment before, after and during the Super Bowl. In addition, downtown
Glendale businesses will extend business hours to allow visitors the opportunity to dine

and shop throughout the day.
