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SEVENTY-ONE DRIVERS ARRESTED FOR 
DUI ON CINCO DE MAYO WEEKEND

 GLENDALE, Ariz. – The West Valley DUI Task Force was out this 

Cinco De Mayo weekend removing impaired drivers from the streets of Glendale 

and Peoria. 

 During the two days of enforcement on Friday, (5/5) and Saturday, (5/6), a 

total of 48 officers from Peoria, Glendale, DPS, Phoenix, Goodyear, Avondale, 

Tolleson, El Mirage and Buckeye all participated to make our streets safer. Also 

assisting with making the event a success were volunteers from Glendale 

Motorist Assist, Glendale Police Explorers and the Arizona Rangers.  

 A total of 343 traffic stops occurred with 71 drivers being arrested for DUI. 

Of the 71 DUI arrests, 18 were for extreme DUI, (blood alcohol content over 

.15%), 5 for aggravated DUI (felony), 3 for driving under the influence of drugs 

and 2 for underage DUI (under 21). The average blood alcohol content for the 

drivers arrested was .162%.  

 According to Glendale P.D. Sgt. Joe Turitto, “the recent death of fallen 

Gilbert P.D. Motor Officer Rob Targosz, was a harsh reminder of the terrible 

consequences of when a person chooses to get behind the wheel while 

impaired.”
